
City Council approves resolution and ordinance, welcomes new arts director
CAMDEN — Camden City Council approved a financial housekeeping resolution, advanced a flood damage prevention ordinance, and welcomed a new arts leader during its most recent meeting.
Council approved a resolution that allows the City to reimburse itself for certain costs if it moves forward with financing for future facility renovations.
Emphasizing that the measure does not commit the City to borrowing money or moving forward with any project, officials said it simply keeps the City’s options open if Council later decides to move ahead with facility renovations.
Council approved an ordinance on its second reading, updating the City’s rules for flood-prone areas. The ordinance strengthens requirements for building and development in these areas to help protect homes, businesses, and infrastructure from potential flood damage. Officials said questions raised during the first reading were addressed before the vote.
In other business, City Manager Matt DeWitt introduced Chad Anderson, the new executive director of the Arts Center of Kershaw County, who attended the meeting. Anderson comes to Camden with a background in arts leadership and community engagement.
With the potential for winter weather later this week, City staff encouraged residents to monitor official City of Camden social media channels and the City’s website for updates, including possible road closures and weather-related impacts. Council members requested shareable messaging to help amplify City communications, and the City Manager confirmed staff readiness for potential weather conditions.
During council member comments, officials shared positive feedback from visitors at the City’s Environmental Park, including compliments from non-residents and birdwatchers who praised recent improvements. Council members also recognized strong community participation in recent Martin Luther King Jr. Day events, including the MLK Walk and an NAACP-hosted program, thanking City staff and community partners for their support.
The City of Camden encourages residents to stay informed by following official City channels and attending future council meetings.
